3.1 WLAN-Establish connection

The installation location of the K 30 RF depends on the heat 
source ( installation instructions of the heat source).
The installation site K 30 RF must have a sufficiently strong 
WLAN signal.

▶ Insert the K 30 RF in to the heat source and lock if 
necessary ( installation instructions of the heat source). 
The LED on the K 30 RF initially lights up green, goes out for 
approx. one minute and then illuminates yellow for approx. 
30 minutes.

3.1.1 Connecting with WPS
While the LED lights up yellow: 
▶ Press the WPS button on the router.

▶ Press the button on K 30 RF for one second.

The button flashes green and yellow alternately. The 
K 30 RF is in WPS mode and attempts to establish the 
WLAN connection to the router for 2 minutes. 
Once the connection has been established, the  symbol 
appears in the display of the heat source and the button on 
the K 30 RF initially lights up green and then goes out after 
one minute. The K 30 RF is in power saving stand-by mode.

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Installation and commissioning
3.1.2 Connecting with the app Bosch HomeCom Easy
If the router does not support WPS, the WLAN network ca be 
integrated manually using a smartphone app:
▶ Download the app Bosch HomeCom Easy from the internet 

( Fig. 1 on page 3).

In case the Bosch HomeCom Easy cannot be found in the 
respective app store, the software version from Android or iOS 
on the smartphone are outdated and are no longer supported.

▶ Install and start Bosch HomeCom Easy.
▶ In the app, start the hotspot mode and follow the 

instructions. 

3.1.3 Problems with the WLAN connection?
If the connection can not be established:
▶ Read out the LED display and remedying the faults

( Chapter 4).
▶ Establish a connection again.

3.2 Update the software

For safety reasons and troubleshooting, we recommend 
keeping the software up to date.
▶ Carry out a software update during installation.
▶ Recommend the end customer that during operation, 

software updates should also be carried out regularly.

Together with the end customer:
▶ register K 30 RF to the end customer via the app Bosch 

HomeCom Easy.
▶ Have the end customer agree to the conditions of use.
▶ If a software update is offered: have the end customer give 

their consent.
The LED flashing orange indicates that a software update is 
being carried out.

Whereas the LED flashes orange, no interaction is possible with 
the button. The K 30 RF restarts automatically after the update. 
The connection to all system components is interrupted 
temporarily, but it is automatically re-established. No 
interaction is required.

3.3 Reset the WLAN connection

As an alternative, the WLAN connection can be reset via 
UI 800.

To enable the WLAN connection to be reset, the LED on the 
K 30 RF must light up. If the LED does not light up:
▶ Briefly press key on K 30 RF.

The LED lights up.
To reset the WLAN connection:
▶ Press the button on the K 30 RF once for approx. 3 seconds 

until the LED briefly lights up red.
The LED flashes red 5 times. The existing WLAN connection 
is reset. 

As soon as the LED lights up yellow on the K 30 RF, a new WLAN 
connection can be established
( Chapter 3.1.1 or Chapter 3.1.2).

3.4 Reset the K 30 RF to the default settings
To be able to reset the K 30 RF, the LED on the K 30 RF must 
light up. If the LED does not light up:
▶ Briefly press key on K 30 RF.

The LED lights up.
To reset the K 30 RF to the default settings:
▶ Press the button on the K 30 RF for approx. 15 seconds 

until the LED lights up red briefly (for a second time).
Where applicable, after 3 seconds the LED lights up red 
briefly, flashes yellow 5 times after 10 seconds and then 
briefly lights up red (again) after 15 seconds.
The K 30 RF is reset to the default settings.
The LED on the K 30 RF initially lights up green, goes out for 
approx. one minute and then illuminates yellow for approx. 
30 minutes.

The status of the K 30 RF is displayed by the LED at the free 
end. Colour (red/yellow/green) and duration of the lighting 
have the following meanings:
