
Final Checks 
 

● Turn on AC and DC to the PV inverter 

○ Wait for it to start generating 

○ Ensure PV reading on Sofar screen matches generation 

reading on PV inverter screen 

● Test charge mode 

○ Turn off as many loads as possible so that PV 

generation is greater than demand 

○ The Sofar should go into charge mode 

● Test discharge mode 

○ Turn on a kettle or other heavy load 

○ The Sofar should go into discharge mode

Commissioning 
 

● Turn everything off 
○ All Pylon battery(s) off via switch on front 

○ AC supply to Sofar off 

○ DC and AC supply to PV inverter off 

● Ensure a minimum of 200W demand in the property 

● Turn on the Pylon battery(s)  
○ Use the on/off switch on the front 

● Press the red SW button on the Master battery 
○ The Sofar will ​not​ light up, this is normal 

● Wait 3 minutes  
○ This step is vital, otherwise the Sofar will not turn on 

● Turn on the AC supply to the Sofar 

● Enter time, date and country settings  
○ UK G83/2 is number 16 on the country selection 

● Select Pylontech batteries 
○ With the latest Sofar firmware (​V1.8​ or above), you do​ not​ need to 

enter battery parameters, these are automatically detected 

 

 
The Sofar should be in discharge mode now, supplying the loads in 
the house from the battery. 
 
NOTE:​ If the system stays in standby and ‘Check charging/check 
discharging’ appears on the Sofar screen that means the ‘Logic 
interface’ is enabled. To disable it go to Enter settings > Logic 
Interface > Disable. The system should now charge and discharge 
freely.
